LSIS Accounts
Every learning and skills provider funded through the Skills Funding Agency (SFA) or Young People's Learning Agency (YPLA) is now able to benefit from a new Learning and Skills Improvement Service (LSIS) Account.

Nearly 2,000 providers across the sector are receiving an LSIS virtual credit worth between £1,000 and £7,500 - depending on the scale of their SFA funding - which can be redeemed against LSIS events and conferences during the 2010-11 financial year.

To check whether you have an LSIS fill in the LSIS accounts registration form at: www.lsis.org.uk/LSISForms/Registration.aspx . PLEASE include their 8-digit UKPRN (UK Provider Reference Number) in the field where it asks for your organisation name. This is invaluable in establishing if an organisation has an LSIS account or not, as sometimes organisations are listed under different names from those they trade under, and where there is any doubt as to whether they are entitled or not, this allows LSIS to quickly check if they are on the funding list.
