· Work in partnership with organisations assisting the disadvantaged eg, the young, the elderly, the disabled or the homeless. 

· Promote and encourage sporting activity. 

· Promote and encourage activity in the arts. 

· Support education and development 

· Benefit our environment (eg, conservation)
