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Flexible New Deal

We have secured funding to deliver the Flexible New Deal service from our Worksop office. This will add to the support already provided by the Worksop team to long term unemployed people seeking work in the area.

The client group are people who are facing multiple barriers to employment.

Our team work will work closely with their clients to find suitable work placements, therefore adding relevant, up-to-date work experience to their employment history. The intention is that this will help people with limited work experience become closer to the labour market.  The package also includes informal job search support via a dedicated computer suite.
