Enable – a national model of good practice
Last year GNESB hosted a visit from the Houghton Review .  The Review Team heard about key elements of the partnership’s activity and visited Bestwood Estate & the Bestwood Partnership Forum to see how employment and skills provision was working on the ground, meeting the needs of local residents.  
The Team were impressed with the Enable consortium approach through which small voluntary organisations are able to win contracts.  Although there are some similar consortia elsewhere in the country, others have not broadened their remit from learning to employment.  The Team were particularly interested in some of the relationships that Enable has formed with public, private and further education providers which have improved access to mainstream funding for voluntary sector organisations.
