Government to create 21,000 public sector apprenticeships
local government and schools. The public sector currently employs 20% of the UK workforce, but offers fewer than 1 in 10 apprenticeship places.

They also announced that all construction firms and local authorities involved in England’s national secondary school rebuilding programme, Building Schools for the Future (BSF), would be required to take on apprentices. It is thought this will create an extra 1000 apprenticeship places in construction and IT from June 2009.

Within his Tackling Worklessness Report, Stephen Houghton has also called for Local Authorities to provide 50,000 apprenticeships by 2012 and give work experience to around 75,000 unemployed people a year.
