Over 100,000 people have been helped back into work through Local Employment Partnerships
Tom McNulty also announced that since the Local Employment Partnership initiative was launched in May 2007, over 100,000 people have been helped back into work – a milestone reached more than 2 months ahead of schedule. LEPs involve major employers (both in the public and private sectors) giving a commitment to offer guaranteed job interviews for people who have been on benefit and who are ready and prepared to work. Each LEP is tailored to the individual needs of the employer.
