Pathways to Work scheme well below target
The Pathways to Work programme, the government’s flagship scheme to pay job brokers by their results in finding work for IB claimants is reported to be running 73% short of its target. Performance results obtained from the DWP shows that brokers have delivered only 60% of the expected job outcomes in the 6 months to September, but have consumed 98% of the expected expenditure. This data was measured before recent increases in unemployment caused by the recession. This poor performance has implications for the Flexible New Deal (FND), due to be launched in November 2009.
