Who is this qualification for?
The qualification is aimed at candidates who:
need an introduction to teaching in the lifelong learning sector or
are seeking a career progression within their area of work or
will be/are seeking to progress towards ATLS/QTLS status and/or
teach on a one-to-one and/or group basis
It is suitable for those who work or want to work as:
  teachers in the lifelong learning sector, ie further, adult and community education, work-based learning and the voluntary sector provided they are qualified/experienced in the subject they intend to teach at the appropriate level
  technicians and support staff in further and adult education
What are the entry requirements?
This is a level 3 course and you will be expected to write assignments at this level. An initial assessment will be conducted before joining the course. You will also need to be qualified/experienced in the subject(s) you wish to teach.
There is no teaching commitment required for this course.

What is the structure of the award?
The 7303 award comprises of one unit, made up of five sections based on the teaching/training cycle. These cover your understanding of:
own role, responsibilities and boundaries in relation to teaching
teaching and learning approaches in the specialist area
planning teaching sessions
delivering inclusive sessions which motivate learners
the use of different assessment methods and record-keeping
The qualification has a value of 6 credits (60 hours) on the Qualification and
Credit Framework (QCF). Courses consist of 30 hours' contact time including a 30 minute micro-teach. In addition candidates are expected to undertake a minimum of 30 hours non-contact time which can include individual tutorial support, developmental activities, research and home study.
Progression - where will the course lead to?
It will enable you to progress to the 7304 Certificate in Teaching in the
Lifelong Learning Sector (CTLLS) and Associate status (ATLS) and/or the
7305 Diploma in Teaching in the Lifelong Learning Sector (DTLLS) and fully qualified teacher lifelong learning sector status (QTLS). You may carry forward the 6 credits achieved through the PTLLS award into both CTLLS
and DTLLS, as it forms a mandatory introductory unit for both qualifications.
How are candidates assessed for the qualification?
To achieve the qualification you must successfully complete both the theory and practice assignments covering all five sections. This includes a micro teaching/teaching practice assessment.
